Please adjust the height of the backrest and then the shoulder belt guide to fit
the child's body size.

@ The shoulder belt guide is used to ensure the vehicle seat belt is
securing the child's shoulder at a proper position. Re-adjust it again
when it becomes too low in a later growth stage of child.

Clean main body with a piece of damp
cloth. For serious dirt, clean with diluted
neutral detergent. After washing, dry
the main body in shaded area. Do not
wash the Egg Shock part where
assembled at the headrest.

Storage

Do not use undiluted neutral
detergent, gasoline or other
organic solvents to clean the
main body. Otherwise, damage
may be caused to the main
body.
